John and/or his disciples doubted; Jesus
responded (lsaiah 42) 11:1-6



Isaiah 42:6-7

|, the LORD, have called You in
righteousness, and will hold Your hand; |
will keep You and give You as a covenant to
the people, as a light to the nations, to
open blind q, to bring out prisoners from
the prison, those who sit in darkness from
the prison house.

spiritual light for spiritual blindness

spiritual darkness in spiritual prison



Overcoming Doubt and Its Causes 11

John and/or his disciples doubted; Jesus
responded (lsaiah 42) 11:1-6

John’s disciples should have become disciples of
Jesus!

Jesus confronted those who did not listen to Him
or John 11:7-15

People doubted John and Jesus in spite of
evidence (kingdom sought by violence)

Jesus rebuked those that did not repent after
hearing the word 11:16-19

Jesus exposed their hypocrisy



Overcoming Doubt and Its Causes 11

Woes to three Galilean cities that did not repent
11:20-24

Warning of impenitence in contrast to those He
calls to follow Him

Jesus’ prayer of thanks to the Father 11:25-27

Jesus’ meek plea to Jews weary of sin to find His
rest 11:28-30

The rest that Jesus offers Hebrews 4:10

Speaking of the Sabbath Day not being God’s
rest...



Overcoming Opposition 12
Sabbath controversies 12:1-14

Cowardly condemnation of the innocent
12:1-8

Cowardly silence concerning doing good on
the Sabbath 12:9-14

They determined to kill Jesus to silence
Him!

Jesus withdrew from Pharisees (Isaiah 42)
12:15-21

Jesus is the Servant of the LORD (Acts 3:26)



Overcoming Opposition 12

Depravity of the opposition 12:22-45

Blasphemed the Holy Spirit by calling Him
Beelzebub 12:23-24,31-32

Jesus illustrated the foolishness of their
accusation 12:25-30

Jesus rebuked their hard hearts 12:31-45

They audaciously asked for another sign
after rejecting His sign!

Rejecting Jesus after His resurrection is
inexcusable
